6. PUBLISHING ON THE INTERNET 

The easiest way to publish things on the Internet is through web pages or blogs.

6.1. Creating a web page

The simplest solution is to use online service providers.

They have the following advantages:

· There are a lot of free pages.

· You don’t have to register a domain name.

· You don’t need to find a hosting service.

· You don’t need to know how to program.

· It’s easy to use: choose a design from the templates12 that are available and add on the elements that you need (texts, illustrations, photos, links) from a default14 menu.

There are also a few disadvantages:

· The URL is not very user-friendly – that is, it’s difficult to remember.

· There are usually banners, pop-ups and advertising space, which all affect the look of the page and can make it difficult to use.

· We can’t change the design or introduce elements apart from the ones that are available.

· There is a possibility that the service might disappear and we could lose all our work.

Examples of web pages that we can use to create our own blogs or web pages include Google Sites, Wix and 1&1. 
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7. SHARING INFORMATION

Assuming that the basic idea of the Internet is providing users with information, when we talk about sharing it, we mean:

1. Being able to exchange information easily.
2. Having easily available files and data.
3. Being able to control with whom we share the information:

3.1. If the information is shared with all internet users, we’re referring to public information.

3.2. If it’s only shared with a closed group of people, such as your family, friends or classmates, we’re referring to private information.

The most widely-used tools for sharing information nowadays are social networks and cloud computing services, which you learnt about earlier.

7.1. Sharing information using cloud services

A Gmail account gives you access to Google Drive where, as you’ve seen, you can save your fi les in the cloud and share them with your contacts. It also lets you work together on texts at the same time as your classmates, allowing you to comment on them as you work via the chat function. 

We can also share fi les using OneDrive and Dropbox.

7.2. Sharing information using social networks

Millions of people use these services to share information with their contacts. Most social networks have apps for mobile devices so that the information that you publish gets to recipients immediately.

Many social networks, such as Google+ and Facebook, let you create subgroups of contacts where you can share information about a topic or where you can work in a group with a specific number of people.
