It's the Persuasive Electric Vehicle (PEV). If project leader Michael Lin is right, the PEV

will be one of the main forms of transport in large cities in the future.

Many people around the world are trying to find solutions to traffic and pollution from too many cars in the cities. Some are working on public transport solutions, like the 3D Express Coach. Others are working on personal electric cars with self-driving capabilities. The PEV combines the advantages of public and personal transport. It’s an electric three-wheel bicycle with a roof for bad weather and space for bags and other items. PEVs won’t be private vehicles - they will belong to the city - but they won’t be hard to find because they will come to you.

What is the idea? Imagine you decided to spend a day in the city. If you used a bus, tram or the underground, it wouldn’t take you to your precise destination. If you took your car, you would sit in traffic, and then you would also need to look for a parking place. But with a PEV, things will be different. You'll order one with a simple mobile app and it will come to you. To ride to your destination, you can choose to pedal the PEV for exercise or use the electric motor. PEVs won't travel on the road. They’ll travel in bicycle lanes, so traffic won’t be a problem. At the end of your journey, the PEV will drive itself to the next customer.

In the near future, People are going to test model PEVs in different places around the world. If all goes well, we will see PEVs in our cities soon.
