INTERNET BASICS: SAFETY (1)

1. COMMUNICATION SYSTEMS

When you talk to someone on the phone, write a letter, watch TV or discuss something in class, you are communicating with other people. The elements of communication are:

· The interlocutors: the people who take part in the communication.
· The messages: the content of the messages that we communicate.
· The media: the tools the interlocutors use to send and receive the messages.
· The code: the system of signs and signals – these could be a language, smoke signals or war drums – the interlocutors share and use to structure their messages

A communications system is a set of actions and devices that permit the connection and communication between two or more people.
Technological developments have given us new, faster and more universal communications systems – you’ve probably heard of ICT (Information and Communications Technology) – that are based on two factors:
1. The development of communications networks: telephone lines, Wi-Fi, satellites, fibre optics, etc.
2. The development of devices: computers and mobile devices (tablets and smartphones).
2. COMPUTER NETWORKS
One of the quickest ways to send a fi le is to use a computer network.
A computer network is made up of two or more connected computers that can share documents, fi les, printers...
If the computers in your school are in a network, you can send and receive information from one computer to another or from one classroom to another. You can also send the tasks you’ve done to your teacher’s computer.

When we connect several computers, we create a communications system in which:
· The interlocutors are people that use computers in the network. We call them network users.
· The messages are files on the network which we can access: written documents, videos, music, drawings and programs.
· The media are computers, which we call workstations or terminals.
· The codes or protocols are the systems the computers use to communicate.
Some networks have very powerful computers, called servers, which manage the network and store most of the information. The computers that the users use are called terminals and can be connected to each other or to a server. One example is the network of cash machines.
