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Natasha Green interviewed some
environmental experts:

Luke Jones is concerned about rubbish. “When
our authorities dump waste in landfills, do
they really think that if they bury it, it will
decompose and go away? It won't,” he said.

Alice Montgomery talked about the threats

to natural resources. She said that too many
people were using disposable products, and
as a result, we were polluting the environment
and cutting down too many trees.

Owen Preston was worried about
global warming. He suggested
changing our energy sources
and finding renewable ones.

According to Jessica Bates, our
actions are endangering the
future of ocean wildlife. Many
animals die and end up
on the beach because
people throw rubbish
into the sea.
